DRIVEWAY & APRON PROCEDURES

Note:  Asphalt sealcoating does not require a permit; however the contractor must have a current contractor registration on file with the Building Department.

To obtain a permit for the REPLACEMENT/REPAIR or ALTERATION  of a driveway or apron, the following is required:

1. Completed Application (Misc. Permit)

2. Fee schedule:  

· Full Driveway, New or Replacement:  $50.00 Permit Fee

· Partial Driveway, Replacement: $25.00 Permit Fee

· Apron, New or Replacement: $15.00 Permit Fee

3. A drawing/site plan showing existing and proposed widening/resurfacing, to be approved by the Building Department

4. Note:  A plan review may be required depending on the scope and size of the project.    

NOTE: 

 ~Concrete must be 4 inches deep for driveway portion and 6 inches deep for the apron.

  ~For a concrete driveway, the Village Engineer must review if there are any changes in size of the culvert pipes.

Inspections: 

A call must be made 2 days in advance to arrange for an inspection.  For a concrete driveway, call before pouring the concrete (prepour), and after project completion.  For an asphalt driveway, call for an inspection when the project is completed.

Inspections are performed Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday afternoons only.  

Permits are also issued to homeowners who are doing their own work.

All Contractors must be registered.   General Contractors must  also submit the names and phone numbers of their subcontractors before they obtain a permit.   Contractor Registration forms are available at Village Hall, or online at: www.orangevillage.com.  

Contractors are responsible for compliance with the 2000 International Residential Code and all other applicable Village Ordinances.
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
