ORANGE VILLAGE FIRE DEPARTMENT

PLANS REVIEW INFORMATION SHEET
The Orange Village Fire Department reviews plans to insure the Fire Department will have access to a structure in the event of an emergency; and to determine the adequacy of fire protection systems.

· Local ordinance requires all detached single family residences larger than five-thousand (5000) square feet (including basements, excluding garage space) shall have a fire suppression system installed in accordance with NFPA 13D.

· Local ordinance requires sprinkler systems to be installed in accordance with the requirements of NFPA 13 in all buildings of Use Groups A,B,E,F,H,I,M, S and U.

· Local ordinance requires all structures of Use Group R shall be equipped with a sprinkler system installed in accordance with the requirements of the Ohio Building Code and its referenced codes.

The normal plans review process takes fourteen (14) days.  In order to avoid delays in the review of your plans, the following documents shall be submitted:

1. Three ((3) sets of plans (minimum), including suppression and alarm systems.

2. Complete hydraulic calculations.  *Flow tests must be less than one (1) year old.

3. Copies of the specifications for the sprinkler heads, valves and any other component of the fire suppression system.

4. A cross section of the building showing sprinkler piping.
5. Plans and specifications for any suppression system(s).

6. Installation instructions for any suppression system(s).

7. Specifications for all fire alarm devices to be installed (if applicable).

8. Voltage calculations for the back up power supply (if applicable).

9. Drawings must show the elevation of the alarm devices being installed.

10. Size and location of fire extinguishers to be installed.

11. Copy of final or “as built” drawings submitted to the Fire Department on disc in one of the following formats: .DWG, .DXF, .VCD, .GCD, or .DW2

Local ordinances require the following:

· Knox Box® installation for all commercial buildings.

Please also note:

· All canopy heights must be a minimum of twelve (12) feet to accommodate emergency vehicles.

· In occupancies required to have illuminated exit signs, exit signs must also be installed not more than eight (8) inches above the floor.

· Elevators must be a minimum inside dimension of 4’3” X 6’8” to accommodate an ambulance stretcher.
